Free School Meals 

You may be eligible for free school meals if your child is in full-time education and your 

household receives specific benefits, such as Universal Credit, Income Support, Income-based 

Jobseeker's Allowance, Income-related Employment and Support Allowance, the guarantee 

element of Pension Credit, or certain Child Tax Credits.  

All children in Year 1 and 2, and Reception year, automatically receive free meals, known as 

Universal infant free school meals (UIFSM).   

However, to receive holiday food vouchers you must apply for Free school meals.
